Each person works around 4 hours a day in a public role and attends the workshops and other activities the rest of the time. For each camp we need to fill the following positions.

1.      Teachers-We expect to have educational programs for the following ages groups.

2.     Coordinators/Song Leaders-Will be responsible for leading songs for each lecture group and keeping the lectures and workshop on schedule. We will need one per lecture group.

3.     Group Leaders-Leading the discussions and attending lectures with the groups. We need one adult and one 2nd Generation Staff per group. We will need 10-12 adults and 2nd Generation.

4.      Cooks-We need three cooks to prepare the meals. We hope to have one cook per meal. You will be responsible for executing a given menu and organizing a staff of helpers.

5.      Kitchen Help-We need 4-5 adults per meal or 12-15 in total.

6.     Kitchen/Administrative Help-We need one man per meal shift to clean, haul and generally help out in the kitchen.

7.    Camp Cleaning Crew-To keep the Camp functioning, we need two crews of people to clean and restock the bathrooms and help keep a high standard during the Camp. We need 2 people here.

We need 4 sports coordinators to lead the sports activities during the day.

We need  2 people to organize the crafts for the workshop and lead this activity.

We need 4 crafts helpers to help with crafts activity.

We need 3-4 certified first aid and life-guards to supervise the pool and serve as life guards.

We need 2 nurses to serve as Camp Nurses.
